 The Kansas Geological Society (KGS) Medallion for Scientific Distinction and Excellence may be 

given annually for peer-recognized, sustained significant scientific contributions to all facets of applied Kan-

sas geology, including work either in Kansas or in surrounding states if the latter contributions pertain directly 

and significantly to Kansas geology.  No more than one award may be given each year, an award does not 

have to be given every year, and members of the KGS Awards Committee that handle nominations for this 

award cannot nominate themselves for this award. The candidates need not be active KGS members, and they 

must be living at the time of selection.  The primary consideration in the selection of a candidate shall be his 

or her sustained, published, significant contributions to any facet of Kansas geology.  Contributions may be 

varied in form such as development of geologic concepts, advancement in discovery thinking, and recognized 

leadership in exploration concepts.  Oral and/or written publications in peer-reviewed geological venues is a 

requisite criterion for any candidate for this award.  The name of a candidate shall be presented by the 

Awards Committee to the KGS Board of Directors for their approval.  Once approved, the recipient shall be 

presented an appropriate award in the form of a medallion or plaque recommended by the Awards Committee 

and approved by the Board of Directors at the annual business meeting of the society.  This is a new award 

given by the KGS for distinction and achievement in Geological research in Kansas.

1. Darrah Oil Company, LLC, Wichita, KS. is producing an undisclosed amount of crude oil at the #1

-5 B4US new pool discovery well in Scott County. The 4900 ft. deep wildcat well found oil deposits in the 

Marmaton (Altamont Limestone) formation, and is situated nearly three miles northeast of Marmaton and 

Cherokee oil production in the Prime Pork field. Drill site is located in approximately NW SW SE SW in 

section 5- T18s- R33W, or about two miles north and four miles west of Scott City, Kansas. The new oil 

field has been named the “Shocker” field. No other details have been released by operator at this time. 

The B4US well was placed on the pump in January this year. (ref: API 15-171-21265)  

2. Elk Energy Holdings, LLC, Wichita, KS. has a new oil discovery in Thomas County with the suc-

cessful completion of the #1-36 Albers Trust, spotted in approximately SW SW SE NE in section 36- T9s- 

R32W. The wildcat well opens the “Albers North” pool at site located about three miles south and six 

miles east of the town of Mango, Kansas. Production began in mid-May. Well completion details are being 

held confidential at this time. The well was drilled to a total depth of 4700 ft. by Murfin Drilling tools. 

Lansing-Kansas City was primary zone of interest, however, the Mississippian formation also produces oil

3. Anchor Bay Petroleum LLC, Hays, KS., has discovered new Lansing - Kansas City oil reserves at 

their #1 D & S Farms well, located in approximately NW NE SW NW in section 11- T11s- R17W, Ellis 

County. The wildcat was drilled by White Knight Drilling tools to a total depth of 3580 ft. into the Ar-

buckle formation. Details on completion remain confidential. The new field has been named 

“Legacymakers”. It is located is thirteen miles north and two miles east of Catherine, Kansas. It lies over 

one-half mile north of known production in the Turkville West Field, which produced oil from the Ar-

buckle. (ref: API 15-051-26995) 



4. Petroleum Development Company, Tulsa, OK, has placed the #1-14 Engler Farms on pump 

in approximately SE NW SE NE in section 14- T22s- R35W, in Kearny County. The remote wildcat dis-

covery well found oil deposits in undisclosed zone (s), nearly three miles from closest known produc-

tion in the area. The well was drilled by Murfin Drilling tools to a depth of 4950 ft. Completion details 

are confidential. Operator had designated the Fort Scott and Marmaton zones as primary zones of in-

terest, however, the Lansing-Kansas City, Cherokee, Atoka, Morrow and Mississippian formations 

have also proven to be productive in the vicinity. The new oil field has been named “Conviction. It is 

located eleven miles north of Deerfield, Kansas. (ref: API 15-093-21981) 

5. Chizum Oil, LLC, Wichita, KS, has discovered Lansing - Kansas City oil deposits at a rank wild-

cat well located over two miles northwest of closest known production in the Norman Field (2015) in 

Rawlins County. The #1-34 Walker, spotted in approximately SE NE NW in section 34- T3s- R32W, is 

producing an undisclosed amount of crude from the Lansing ‘G’ zone at a depth from 4080 to 4084 ft. 

Rotary total depth is 4640 ft. The well also recovered good shows of oil and gas in the Cherokee Sand 

at 4428 ft., but the pay remains untested behind pipe. The new oil field has been named the “Norman 

Northwest” field. It is located about three miles north and east of the town of Achilles, Kansas. (ref: 

API 15-153-21254) 

6. Palomino Petroleum, Inc., Wichita, KS, has successfully expanded Mississippian oil produc-

tion over one-quarter mile to the west of the Dex Southwest field in Ness County. The field step-out 

well, #3 Dinges Trust, was drilled by Murfin Drilling’s Rig #102 to a total depth of 4490 ft. at site lo-

cated in approximately SW SE NE SE, section 14- T18s- R25W. Production began on February 4, 

2021. Completion details remain confidential at this time. Field area lies about two and one-half miles 

north of the city of Laird, Kansas. Stewart Producers discovered the Dex Southwest oil field in May, 

2017. The field has produced nearly 14,000 bbls of oil from two wells on the Dinges Trust Lease in 

the south-half of section 13- T18s- R25W. Production depth is from 4336 to 4369 ft. (ref: API 15-135

-26096)
