Thisbodk is adetail ed and completely annotated history of the United States© covert pdlicy, as envisioned by
President Ronald Reagan, to bring about the all apse of the Soviet Union by using economic, rather than mili-
tary, warfare. Inlight of current events, this bodk might seem to be an after the fad expose®© with little ra-
vancetoday. Actually, Victory offersthe reader an excell ent understanding of the seaet dedings that led, di-
redly and indiredly, to the "liberation" of Afghanistan and many of our current problemsin the Middle East. It
also provides ©me red insight into how spying and covert operations are ac¢ually used by the U.S. govern-
ment.

The primary reason anyone in the petroleum industry should be interested in thisbodk is because it outlines
how our government intentionally manipulated crude oil pricesto win the Cold War by depriving the Soviet
Union of much needed capital.

The bodk
also provides afascinating overview of how pdliti csis played in the Midd e East with the disparate govern-
ments, their competing Muslim factions and the vast reserves of crude oil. The foll owing quotes from the bodk
outline its general thrust and tenor and, | hope, will enticeyou into reading it.

"In ealy 1982 President Reagan and a few key advisers began mapping out a strategy to attad the fundamen-
tal economic and pditi cd weaknesses of the Soviet system.....The goals and means of this off ensive were out-
lined in a series of top seaet national security dedsion diredives (NSDDs) signed by President Reagan in 1982
and 1983"

"To Casey, the Saudis© concern about Soviet intentions' (following their invasion of Afghanistan) "presented a
chanceto make Saudi Arabia apowerful aly of the United States. Oil was the mother©s milk of industry, and
the West neaded stable, secure accessto reservesif there was going to be any economic recovery. Inthe

19705, when Arab all producers had been aggressively aligned against the West, the price of oil had gone
throughtherodf.....

Bringingoil prices down was an important goal of the new administration. 1t would help the U.S. ecnomy
enormoudly."

"One of the projeds closest to Fahd©s heat" (the Saudi Arabian Crown Price) " was the effort to suppartd
lamic movements in Soviet Central Asia. This was done through the Wahhabi clan and was top seaet."”

"The mujahedin” (the Afghan resistancefighters) "ladked an effedive resporse to Soviet air attads..... Casey
saw the need for the Stinger and had been pushing for it for months....Y et there was resistance from the State
Department and some dements of Defense which feared the missil es might fall i nto hostile hands.... Mujahedin
Stinger strike units were deployed aggressvely around Soviet air bases.”

"The other palicy change (ultimately of fundamental import to the demise of the Soviet economy) came out of
Riyadh. Inthelate summer of 1985, Saudi officials alerted the Reagan administration that they should exped
an increase in Saudi oil production, and as a mnsequence apred pitous dedine in international oil prices."

"Saudi production in ealy 1986was running at al-
most 10 million barrelsaday. Prices continued their
plunge. For the Saudis, the burst in production more
than made up for the dropin price. Earnings were
expedaed to be up by onethird. Even if the price of
oil dropped aslow as $8 per barrel, the Saudis would
still colled morethanin 1985 And the dedinein
the U.S. ddllar, to which Fahd had been aerted, was
another enormous economic boost. Accordingto a
seqet State Department memo, the Saudis ©receved
amajor windfall due to the recent dedinein the dol-
lar.© For the last six months of 1985 aone, that
windfall amounted to ©as much as 10 klli on.© the
Saudis were expeding asimilar harvest in 1986"

Although these quotes are focused on the "oil
wegoon”, the bodk is aso concerned with the U.S.
suppart of the Polish " Solidarity" independence
movement, viathe Isradis, as a means of keguing the
Soviets from building alarge natural gas pipeline
from their Siberian fields. Victory aso dedswith
using Pakistan as a training base axd conduit for the
arms furnished to the mujahedin. China was even
involved. They kept Soviet troops pinned dovn on
their common border and supplied missiles and ather
wegonry.

Victory isadetailed look at how seaet dedings and
clandestine dli ances, forged by guns and money, are
used by our government to read padliti ca objedives
that are never articulated or even admitted in the
popular media. The edoes and repercussons of
these machinations will continue to influenceworld
history for many yeasto come.

Misdsdppian reservoirsin Kansas have produced one billi on barrels of oil and, having accounted for 33% of
the total state production over the last decale, are of increasingimportance  Dolomites of the Spergen, Warsaw
and Osage in central Kansas account for the majority of this production. Reaognition of distinct fades and
their stacking relationshipsin eledric logs fadlit ates reservoir charaderizaion for the identificaion and exploi-
tation of bypassed reserves through placement of verticd and horizontal infill wells or perforationsin existing
wells, and assists exploration and devel opment strategies. Rock properties (porosity, permeabili ty and capill ary
presaure) and water saturations are fades dependent. Dolomites having gainier primary textures tend to have
higher permeabili ty for a given porosity, lower oil threshold entry pressure and lower water saturations than do
dolomites with muddier primary textures. Dolomitized mudstone pore systems are dominated by microparosity
and small pore throats, which result in higher saturations. In a grosspay interval (above oil -water contad) with
similar porosity throughout, thin beds of dolomitized padestones are recognized by higher resistivity (lower
water saturation, pay). Thisfaciesis often interbedded with thin dolomitized mudstones that exhibit low resis-
tivity (higher water saturation, non pay). Both radiation guard logs and dual porosity-resistivity logs often pro-
vide sufficient resolution to discriminate fadesin the Mississippi dolomites of central Kansas.

(1) Castelli Exploration Has New Field Discovery
(10Gs Weekly News 09/01/03) - Thomas P. Cas-
telli, dba/ Castelli Exploration, Inc. of Oklahoma
City (OK), has established a new unnamed natural
gas field in Comanche County. Located about 14
miles uthesst of the dty of Coldwater, the Marsh
Ranch #1-17 started producing an urdisclosed
amount of gas on June 15, 2003. Wildca siteis
located 1060 ft. from the north line and 1140ft.
from the eat linein sedion 17-T33s-R16W. The
well was drill ed to atotal depth of 5085ft. with
productive zone being the Mississippian formation.
Kevin C. Davis ®rved as wellsite geologist. The
new gasfield is stuated over 1-1/4 mil es northwest
of Castelli's Dorsey Trust #2, located in approxi-
mately E/2 SE NW of sedion 21-T33s-R16W. The
well is part of the Ham Misdssippian oil and gas
field. The Dorsey Trust was completed for 400 Mcf
gas per day from perforations at 4960to 4966ft. ea-
lier thisyea. Castelli has gaked a new drill sitein
approximately /2 NE SE in sedion 17-T33s-R16W,
about midway between the Dorsey Trust and the
Marsh Ranch wells. Duke Drilling rig is expeded
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to move onto drill site soon.

(2) Carmen Schmitt Finals Discovery

(10Gs Weekly News 09/26/03) - Carmen Schmitt,
Inc. of Gred Bend has establi shed the new Bison
Bluffsoil field in Lane County with the completion
of the Debbie #1 (I0G Weekly News 9/1/03). Lo-
cated 1320 ft. from the south line and 1650ft. from
the west linein sedion 18- T16s-R27W, the well is
producing crude from perforated intervalsin the up-
per Marmaton, Fort Scott and Lansing-Kansas City
limestones. Production depths have not been re-
leased, however, state production records sow that
the well produced 1,446 barrels of oil in June ‘03,
the first and only month of recorded production to
date. Date of first sales was reported as June 26,
2003 The 4,590 foot degp well islocaed about
one mile north and 1/2 mile west of the town of
Pendennis, Kansas.

(3) Rupe Oil Company Adds New Pay to Empire
Field (I0Gs Weekly News 09/26/03) -Rupe Qil
Company, Inc., Wichita (KS), has successfully con-



firmed gas production in the newly established Em-
pire gasfield (I0G Weekly News 5/12/2003), which
the firm discovered in January thisyea. Thefield's
first confirmation well, Bettenbrock #1-28, locaed
1778ft. from the north line and 180 ft. from the
east linein section 28-T16s-R7W, has been com-
pleted for 400 Mcf gas daily. Located about 4-1/2
miles uth and 3 miles east of the dty of Kanopdis,
the well is producing water-freenatural gas from
the Severy Sand at 2076to 2106 ft. and Grand
Haven limestone & 1726to 1744 ft. (gros9 in the
WabaunseeGroup. In addition, the Indian Cave
Sand in the Admire Group is new pay for the field
with gas also being produced from 1656to 1660 ft.
Commingled production commenced on August 25,
2003 The well was drill ed to atotal depthin
Arbuckle & 3033ft.

(4) Palomino Petroleum Opens New Oil Field
(10Gsi Weekly News 09/26/03) -The Swell North-
east oil field has been discovered in central Ness
County by Palomino Petroleum, Inc. of Newton,
Kansas. Discovery of Cherokee oil depaosits was
made & the Lawrence Schuler #1, spotted 2030 ft.
from the north line and 1140ft. from the west
linein sedion 10-T18s-R24W, about 2-3/4 miles
north and 3 miles west of Ness City, Kansas.
Production data has not been reported. Palomino's
new find is Stuated about 3/4-mil e northeast of

the Swell pod opener, SW/4 of sedion 9, drill ed
by Wichita-based Grand Mesa Operating Company.
The Wells#1-9 was completed for 93 barrels of oil
per day from the CherokeeSand at 4288to 4289 ft.
and has produced nealy 29,000 tarrels of oil since
August 2002 The Schuler well was drilled to a
total depth of 4400ft. in June thisyea.

(5) Mull Drilling Completes Stafford County
Wildcat (10Gs Weekly News 10/06/03) - Mull
Drilli ng Company, Inc., Wichita (KS), has discov-
ered new Arbuckle oil reserves at awildcat well in
southern Stafford County. The Hall #1-23, located in
approximately C W/2 E/2 in sedion 23-T21s-R13W,
is on pump making an undisclosed amount of crude
effective July 2, 2003 Mull hired Sterling Drilling
toolsto drill their Hall well to atotal depth of 3810
ft. Hole has been plugged back to a depth of 3754ft.
The Arbuckle formation was penetrated at around
3650ft. at other neaby dry holes. Wellsiteis aur-
rounded by threeproducing oil and gas fields
locaed over one-half mile away - the Muéller,
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Gates and Schmalian - with dry holes sparating
the producing areas. Those fields have dso
produced al from the Lansing-Kansas City,
Conglomerate, Viola and Simpson zones. Mull's
new field has not been named. It islocated about 2
miles north and 3-3/4 miles east of the town of
Hudson, Kansas.

(6) M cGown Drilling Opens Two New Gas Fields
in Bourbon County (I0Gs Weekly News
10/13/03) - Doug McGown, dba/ McGown Dirilling,
Inc., Mound City (KS), has establi shed two new gas
fieldsin Bourbon County, southeast Kansas, nea the
town of Fort Scott. The Coleman #1-03, locaed 330
ft. from the south line and 330 ft. from the eat line
in sedion 24-T25s-R24E, is completed as producing
30 Mcf gas daily, no water, from open hole in the
Burgess Sand formation from 328to 380 ft. Top o
the sand was found to be & 311 ft. The 360 ft. deep
well discovered new reserves on the outskirts of Fort
Scott. Nearest production lies over 5 miles away
inthe Neil fieldin sedion 32. Operator has con-
firmed the discovery with the drilli ng of two addi-
tional offsets - the Coleman #2-03, approxi mately
SW SW SW in sedion 24, and the Wade #1-03, ap-
proximately NE NE in section 26 Each well isalso
producing 30 Mcf gas daily. The new field has tenta-
tively been designated as the Fort Scott Townsite
pod. About 6-1/2 miles northeast of Fort Scott,
McGown has completed the Coleman #4-03, spotted
in NW NW NE in sedion 26-T24s-R25E, for 30 Mcf
gas daily, no water. The wil dcat well also found
natural gas reservesin the Burgess Sand from 342to
357ft. Top of the sand was penetrated at 342ft.
Company rotary rig was used to drill the well. The
new discovery has been confirmed with the cmmple-
tion of the Hill #1-03, SE NE SW in sedion 23, and
the Hill #3-03, SE SW NE in sedion 22. Each well
has been completed for 30 Mcf gas per day. The new
field has been tentatively named the Osage Field.
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
